Selection Procedure for Sponsored Programs that Allow only a Limited Number of Submissions

Some funding programs limit the number of submissions that can be made at any one time from one university. Therefore, we have established the following guidelines so that all concerned will be treated fairly. Remember, if a university submits more than the allowable number of proposals in a limited submission program, it is likely that all proposals from the university will be disqualified!

1. General Guidelines  

In cases in which a sponsor allows only a limited number of proposals to be submitted, we will select proposals on a first-come, first-served basis, according to the following process. 

1. Each individual who wishes to be selected will submit to his/her dean a written justification of no longer than one page.

2. After receiving the dean’s approval to submit, the candidate will do two things: 

a) submit electronically a Proposal Notification Form (PNF) to the Office of Sponsored Programs (OSP). The PNF can be found on OSP’s website (www.txstate.edu/osp).  OSP will use the receipt time of the PNF to determine the “first-come/first served” basis of the requests.
b) Fax the dean’s approval (5-3847), or send it by campus mail to OSP, JCK 489. If OSP does not receive a copy of the dean’s approval, the  next candidate in order will be chosen.

3. OSP will notify all candidates of their status. If the first candidate should       decide to not submit, OSP will notify the candidate whose PNF was submitted second, and so forth.
2. Specific Information for National Endowment for the Humanities (NEH) Summer Stipends

· Priority will be given to the first junior faculty member who submits a PNF (in other words, he/she will be the first nominee). 

· If no junior faculty member has sent a PNF by midnight, May 1, the two nominees will be chosen on a first-come-first-served basis from all submissions. (These submissions may be made before May 1, but determinations will not be made until after the junior member has been named or until after May 1, whichever comes first).

· By June 1, OSP will notify all candidates of their status. Should either or both of the winners decline for any reason, OSP will notify the next in line. 

· The nominees should work with OSP to submit the proposals (the process includes having the Director of Sponsored Programs, as the university’s “nominating official,” make the nomination to NEH).  

Description of the NEH Summer Stipend Awards

The Summer Stipend grants at the National Endowment for the Humanities (NEH) provide individuals with an opportunity to pursue research in the humanities that contributes to scholarly knowledge or to the public’s understanding of the humanities.  Projects should be completed during the tenure of an award, or they may represent part of a long-term endeavor.  Recipients might eventually produce scholarly articles, a monograph on a specialized subject, a book on a broad topic, an archeological site report, a translation, an edition, a database, or other scholarly tools.

Awards are for $5,000 for two consecutive months of full-time research and writing. Summer Stipend recipients may hold other research grants during the tenure of their NEH awards, but they must work full-time on their NEH projects during the two months of their tenure.  Summer Stipends normally support work carried out during the summer months, but arrangements can be made for holding tenure at other times of the year. Individuals may apply for both an NEH Summer Stipend and an NEH Fellowship, but they cannot hold both in any given fiscal or calendar year.

As part of the admission process, NEH requires that institutions nominate faculty members before they can apply for these awards. (At Texas State University, the “nominating official” is the Associate Vice President for Research.) Only two faculty members may be nominated.  Of the two, at least one should be a junior nominee (instructor or assistant professor or those who are at a comparable early stage of their careers).  Senior nominees are those holding the rank of associate professor or professor. 

Proposals do not necessarily have to come from the college of Liberal Arts or Fine Arts and Communication.  So long as the proposal has a humanities emphasis, it can come from a non-humanities discipline.

3. Description of the NCUR/Lancy Initiative for Undergraduate Research

The NCUR/Lancy Initiative for Undergraduate Research offers summer support for exceptional undergraduates.  It has as its focus helping to build communities of student and faculty scholars spanning the academic disciplines but working on a unifying theme. An institution that receives one of these awards will have a cadre of faculty who will supervise six to eight undergraduates for a period of eight to ten weeks during the summer, and an administrative support structure that will nurture this activity.

The NCUR/Lancy Initiative for Undergraduate Research stipulates that only one new application or renewal can be submitted by an institution each year.
