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University Research Publication Policy

A fundamental principle of the University is that the teaching and research environment should be open so that ideas can be exchanged freely among faculty and students. The University's research activities are conducted as an integral part of its total educational program, and it is expected that these activities will form the basis for articles in professional journals, seminar reports, presentations at professional meetings and student dissertations and theses.  In addition, the University recognizes that restrictions on the content and timing of sponsored research results may make research activity “unrelated business”, subject to income tax, or may exclude the work from consideration as  “fundamental research” in regard to export controls.

Accordingly, the University will not agree to stipulations requiring sponsor approval of the content of publications nor to undue delays in the time results can be published or otherwise disseminated. Sponsors may reserve the right to review and comment on manuscripts intended for publication, and authors will consider such comments when preparing the final manuscript. Sponsors may identify their proprietary information inadvertently included in a manuscript and that information will be removed.  Sponsors may also request a delay in the submission of a manuscript for publication for a limited time, normally not more than 90 days, to allow for the protection of specific information judged to be of commercial value. The University will either grant the delay or proceed with publication by omitting the specific information identified by the sponsor. The University will give a sponsor the option of receiving an acknowledgement in any publication resulting from its sponsorship. Copyrights and publication rights belong to the University and/or the author.

Exceptions to this policy will require written approval of the [Highest Research Executive] or [that Officer’s] delegee. In granting such approval the Vice President will consider the nature of the project, the project staff, and the benefit to the University and the public at large that may be expected from the work.  Even in cases of approved delays in publication, it is expected that there will be a time certain after which publication may occur.
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
