SUMMARY OF INFOED INTERNATIONAL RESPONSIBILITIES AND EXPERIENCE:
Following extensive use of InfoEd products over many years while Director of the Office of Research and Grants Administration at Rhode Island College, I joined InfoEd’s Consultant Services group on a full time basis in July, 2005. I continue to provide significant service to InfoEd International on a consultant basis, but also provide noncompetitive services to other clients as an independent contractor.  My current services for InfoEd cover 5 broad, interrelated areas of responsibility.

1. Consultant Services: I provide services to institutions seeking help in deploying InfoEd products. Largely because of the recent growth in demand for software supporting the development and electronic submission of proposals to federal agencies, most of my work has centered on deployment of preaward applications. My services begin with a review of client research administration business processes and culminate with provision of configuration tables supporting implementation of purchased software. In the process, “as is” and “to be” workflow graphics are created, along with a deployment guide highlighting recommendations and issues pertaining to changes in current client business practices that both integrate and complement the software being deployed.. I have provided services to large research intensive institutions, such as Texas A&M College Station, the Dana Farber Cancer Institute, the University of Notre Dame, Boston Medical Center, the Research Foundation for Mental Hygiene in New York City, and the Wake Forest and Mount Sinai Schools of Medicine.  I have also provided services to smaller, less research intensive clients, including Northern Illinois University, San Diego State University, California State University Monterey Bay, Texas A&M Kingsville and SUNY Downstate in Brooklyn, New York. In addition, I provide a 2-day “Basics of Research Administration” course to newly hired InfoEd Product Engineers.
2.  Liaison with Professional Research Administration Societies: I attend and represent InfoEd at all meetings of the National Council of University Research Administrators (NCURA) and the Society of Research Administrators (SRA). In some instances, I support development of the programmatic aspects of the meetings and have been a frequent panelist. 

3. Liaison with Federal Agencies: I attend and, on occasion, function as a spokesperson for InfoEd at meetings involving officials of federal agencies (e.g., Electronic Grants Business Forum of the Federal Demonstration Partnership). I also remain active in Federal Demonstration Partnership meetings and monitor reports developed by the Council on Government Relations.

5. Software Development. My background in research administration and consultant work with clients has proven valuable in advising InfoEd software developers on the addition or modification of software functions that lead to product enhancement. 
SUMMARY OF RHODE ISLAND COLLEGE RESEARCH ADMINISTRATION EXPERIENCE:

Appointed Director of the Office of Research and Grants Administration in July 1983, following a 16-year career as a Professor of Cell and Molecular Biology and author of biology textbooks and manuals.  The Office of Research and Grants Administration is responsible for all aspects of preaward administration of intramural awards, as well as all extramural state and federal grants and contracts. The Office is charged with postaward monitoring and approval of all encumbrances and expenditures associated with these awards. Negotiation of terms and conditions affecting grants and contracts fall to the Director. Consequently, I was the chief institutional liaison with industrial sponsors and all federal and state funding agencies. 

The Director is charged with providing institutional compliance oversight and developing all institutional policies pertaining to sponsored programs. In this capacity, I served as administrative liaison and counsel to the College’s committees on the Use of Human Subjects in Research, Faculty Research, and the Care and Use of Animals in Research, and was the principal author of the College’s Policy on Scientific Misconduct and Conflict of Interest. In addition, I was responsible for selection of all software used to assist sponsored programs functions. I also implemented institutionally created software to support administration of the College’s sponsored projects and, from 1982 – 1984, led a team of College faculty and administrators in developing plans for implementation of the College’s first voice/data network.

Other duties of the Director included fostering research and scholarly activity among College faculty, notifying College personnel of potential sources of funding for their research/special projects interests, helping such personnel write grant proposals when requested, issuing subrecipient agreements, and managing grant and contract accounts.
